Information (3.0.x)
- check for all required info before allowing
user to move on. Separate Targeted Users:

If user completes form checking
the “I subscribe to The AMICO
Library and they are a Professor /
Grad Student, user=targeted

Collect Answers to General
Survey Questions: (3.1.x)
- allow user up to three responses to each
question

Collect Answers to Member Specific
Questions: (3.2.x)
- allow user up to three responses to each
question

Collect other Demographic  Information:
(3.3.x)

If user is targeted: (3.0.x / 3.4)
• Require user to collect biographic
information.

•All information biographical and
otherwise stored in file.  Contact
information sent to DB

If user is not “targeted”: (3.4)
•Thank user, and allow them to fill out
a form to “join the mailing list”

•All information stored in file
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
